Kochs Postulates

Given by Robert Koch as classic criteria by which
microorganims are judged causative

**Must be routinely isolated from diseased individual
“* Must be grown in pure culture in laboratory

“* Must produce similar disease when inoculated in
susceptible laboratory animal

“*Must be recovered from lesions in diseased laboratory
animal

THREE LEVELS OF

~, HINDSIGHT BIAS

= |-knew-it-all-along phenomenon!

m The first level of hindsight bias, memory
distortion, involves misremembering an earlier
opinion or judgment ('l said it would happen’)

m The second level, inevitability, centers on our
belief that the event was inevitable (‘It had to
happen’)

m And the third level, foreseeability, involves the

belief that we personally could have foreseen
the event ('l knew it would happen’)
